Daily Check List for Hearing Aids
Do Sound Check:

1. Sit facing student about 3 feet from him or her.

2. Make sure hearing aids are in and turned on.

3. Cover your mouths with a sheet of paper so that he or she can not read your lips.

4. Say each of the following sounds: ah, oo, ee, sh, s, and m (vary order)

5. Have the student raise hand if younger or repeat if they are older and have enough residual hearing.

6. Note and track if any changes in the student’s ability to complete sound check.

Hearing Aid Check: 
1. Look at hearing aids to check their conditions.  Note any damage and report it to parent.

2. Look at the earmold and see if they need to be cleaned.  If they need cleaning then use maintenance kit to clean the earmold.

3. Check battery.  Remove it and use battery tester to make sure the battery is good.  If not then replace the battery.

4. Turn the hearing aid on and turn up volume.  If the hearing aid squeals then the hearing aid is working.  You can also use a stethoscope to listen to the hearing aid.

5. The switches on the hearing aid mean the following: O is off, T is telephone, and M is microphone (on).
